According to Section 10 Paragraph 6 of the Basic Regulations of the Mediadesign University of Design and Com-
puter Science in the 12th version dated April 9, 2025, the Executive Board, in its resolution of August 5, 2025,
issues the Study and Examination Regulations for the consecutive part-time Master's program “Business Law”
(LL.M.), last amended by resolution of the Academic Senate of March 26, 2025, in accordance with the Basic
Regulations 11th version dated July 17, 2024.

These regulations in the version dated August 5, 2025, were published on the website of the Mediadesign

Hochschule (mdh) on August 30, 2025, and come into force on this date.

Scope

These regulations apply to all students who are enrolled in the consecutive part-time master’s program
"Business Law" (Master of Laws) at the Mediadesign University of Applied Sciences (mdh) or who are
applying for this program. They are supplemented by the general regulations of the University in its cur-
rently valid version, in particular the basic regulations of the mdh (GO), the admission regulations the mdh
(ZO) as well as the general Study and Examination regulations for bachelor’s and master’s degree pro-
grams at mdh (ASPO).

Academic degree and study objective

The master’s degree is awarded as a further academic qualification. Completion of the program confirms
that the graduate possesses the necessary knowledge and skills in the field of study, understands the
interrelationships within the subject, and is able to correctly apply, classify, and critically evaluate scientific
methods and findings. The master's degree represents a qualification comparable to master's degrees
from foreign universities and thus contributes to the international mobility of candidates.

Upon passing the master’s examination, the academic degree “Master of Laws” (“LL.M.”) is awarded.

Graduates of the applied master's program in Business Law (LL.M) will be able to understand and me-
thodically solve the challenges encountered in their professional lives, as well as the fundamental technical
and creative principles involved in developing digital legal applications and interactive applications. They
can identify, interpret, and utilize relevant specialist sources in legal and economic fields for their work.
Furthermore, by systematically improving their critical thinking and discussion skills, graduates will be able
to question ethical, ideological, social, and moral concepts and develop them independently.

Graduates will have in-depth knowledge in the following areas:

= Scientific work

= Sound knowledge of commercial law

= Sound knowledge of strategic management and marketing
= In-depth knowledge of modern teamwork methods

- Social competence / networked discourse

Graduates of the master’s program in Business Law (LL.M.) possess the following specialist knowledge
based on the current state of teaching and research in their field:

They have in-depth knowledge

= in the key areas of commercial law, including a chosen area of specialization, with exemplary in-depth
theoretical and practical training. They will therefore be familiar with the normative foundations on the
one hand and proficient in the application of the law on the other.

= in the key areas of business regarding strategic management and marketing with problem-solving
skills,

= on the methods of modern teamwork.

Graduates will be able to (skills):

. identify, abstract, structure and solve both economic and legal tasks holistically,

= understand the challenges in the areas of strategy and leadership that arise in their working environ-
ment and solve problems methodically in this context,

= develop problem solutions in their specialist area and independently design further learning pro-
cesses,

= develop business strategies for companies in the field of commercial law,

= promote scientific discourse through scientific publications of their own research results.

=  formulate subject-related positions and arguments, develop solutions and defend them argumenta-
tively, as well as engage in critical discourse in the current research environment,

Standard period of study, structure of the course and ECTS

The program lasts five semesters (standard period of study). The number of credits required to obtain the
master's degree is 120 ECTS credits. One semester comprises a maximum workload of 25 ECTS credits.

The necessary credits are acquired as follows:

= Study-related modules for acquiring various competencies, each assigned to a subject area: 80 credit
points

= Elective modules accompanying the course: 25 credit points

= Final examination: 15 credit points

The course is divided into the module part and the final examination:

a) The modules of the study-related module part are each assigned to one of the following subject areas:

. 1 “Soft Skills”
=  2“Economy”
= 3"Law”

= 4 “Electives”

b) The course of study ends in the 5th semester as part of the Master's phase with the final examination

Access and admission requirements

The access and admission requirements are based on the requirements of the Berlin Higher Education
Act in its currently valid version and are also regulated in the mdh admission regulations (ZO).

The prerequisite for admission is a professionally qualifying university degree in the fields of commercial
law, law, business administration or legal tech.

Applicants who have graduated from a degree program other than those listed in paragraph 2 may be
admitted to the program upon application if they can demonstrate that they have prior knowledge acquired
through the bachelor's programs "Business Law (LL.B.)" or "Legal Tech (B.Sc.)" at the mdh and a degree
that is at least equivalent. The examination board decides on the application, the implementation, and the
assessment of prior knowledge.

Applicants who do not have sufficient subject-related relevance in their first professional university degree
for law or economics can, receive the possibility of bridge courses providing the necessary basic legal or
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economic knowledge. The bridge courses comprise 25 ECTS credits and conclude with a differentiated
examination.

Examination and study plan

The program consists of the study modules listed in the examination plan (Appendix 1), which candidates
must take and complete. The program is structured according to the curriculum (Appendix 2), but the order
is not mandatory.

The study modules are grouped into subject areas.

Except for the final examination according to Section 7, all examinations are carried out alongside the
course of study.

The module handbook serves as a mandatory appendix to these study and examination regulations to
provide further explanations of the learning objectives, learning content and minimum subject requirements
in the individual study modules.

Language

The courses are held in German or English, provided all students have the necessary language skills.

For study groups with a majority of international students, the program can generally only be taught in
English. Students must demonstrate their language skills with their application in accordance with Section
8 of the admission regulations.

Examinations are also taken in the respective language of instruction for the module. Taking the examina-
tion in a different language is possible upon request.

Final exam

The final audit is intended to determine whether the the candidate has an overview of the context of his/her
subject and has the ability to independently apply scientific and/or artistic methods and findings in his/her
profession.

The final examination consists of a written final paper.

The final examination is the responsibility of the examination board and examination committee responsi-
ble. Otherwise, the provisions of the mdh 's general study and examination regulations apply.

Final certificate, overall grade and master's certificate

The final certificate (Appendix 3) shows the respective subject area grades as a decimal number and the
overall grade as a decimal number and grade.

The calculation of the subject area grade is regulated by the general study and examination regulations of
the mdh (ASPO).

To calculate the overall rating, a weighted average (size X) is calculated from

= the unweighted arithmetic mean of the subject area grades (value X1); only the first two decimal
places of the subject area grades are considered without rounding,
= the differentiated assessment of the final thesis (size X2)

formed according to the formula X = 0.80 X1 + 0.20 X2.

The overall grade is calculated from the value X, where X is represented as an unrounded decimal with
one decimal place. The scaling of the corresponding grade of the overall grade is determined by the mdh
's General Study and Examination Regulations (ASPO).
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The grade “with distinction” is awarded instead of the overall grade “very good” if the size X2 has the value
1.0 and the unrounded size X is less than or equal to 1.3.

Together with the certificate, the candidates will receive a master’s certificate in German (Appendix 4) and
a Diploma Supplement in German and English (Appendix 5). Upon request, a transcript of records in Eng-
lish (Appendix 6) will be issued.

Come into effect

These regulations come into force after their publication on the university’s website.
It is valid from 1 October 2025.

- Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften
(HAW) konzentrieren ihre Studienangebote auf ingenieurwissenschaftli-
che technische Facher und wirtschaftswissenschaftliche Facher, Sozial-
arbeit und Design. Der Auftrag von angewandter Forschung und Entwick-
lung impliziert einen praxisorientierten Ansatz und eine ebensolche Aus-
richtung des Studiums, was haufig integrierte und begleitete Praktika in
Industrie, Unternehmen oder anderen einschlagigen Einrichtungen ein-
schlieft.

- Kunst- und Musikhochschulen bieten Studiengénge flr kunstlerische
Tatigkeiten an, in Bildender Kunst, Schauspiel und Musik, in den Berei-
chen Regie, Produktion und Drehbuch fiir Theater, Film und andere Me-
dien sowie in den Bereichen Design, Architektur, Medien und Kommuni-
kation.

Hochschulen sind entweder staatliche oder staatlich anerkannte Instituti-
onen. Sowohl in ihrem Handeln einschlieRlich der Planung von Studien-
gangen als auch in der Festsetzung und Zuerkennung von Studienab-
schliissen unterliegen sie der Hochschulgesetzgebung.

8.2 Studiengdnge und -abschliisse

abschlossen.

8.4 Organisation und Struktur der Studiengange

8.4.2 Master

Der Master ist der zweite Studienabschluss nach weiteren 1 bis 2 Jahren.
Masterstudiengénge koénnen nach den Profiltypen ,anwendungsorien-
tiert* und ,forschungsorientiert® differenziert werden. Die Hochschulen le-
gen das Profil fest.

8.4.3 Integrierte ,lange“ einstufige Studiengéange:
Diplom, Magister Artium, Staatspriifung

Ein integrierter Studiengang ist entweder mono-disziplinar (Diplomab-
schlisse und die meisten Staatspriifungen) oder besteht aus einer Kom-
bination von entweder zwei Hauptfachern oder einem Haupt- und zwei
Nebenfachern (Magister Artium).

- Die Regelstudienzeit an Universitdten betragt bei integrierten Studien-
gangen 4 bis 5 Jahre (Diplom, Magister Artium) oder 3,5 bis 6,5 Jahre
(Staatspriifung). Mit dem Diplom werden ingenieur-, natur- und wirt-
schaftswissenschaftliche Studiengange abgeschlossen. In den Geistes-
wissenschaften ist der entsprechende Abschluss in der Regel der Magis-
ter Artium (M.A.).

- Die Regelstudienzeit an Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Ange-
wandte Wissenschaften (HAW) betragt bei integrierten Studien-gangen 4
Jahre und schlieRt mit dem Diplom (FH) ab. Dieses ist auf der Qualifika-
tionsstufe 6 des DQR/EQR angesiedelt. Qualifizierte Absolventinnen und
Absolventen von Fachhochschulen/Hochschulen fir Angewandte

Die Information berticksichtigt nur die Aspekte, die direkt das Dip-
loma Supplement betreffen.

- Das Studium an Kunst- und Musikhochschulen ist in seiner Organisation
und Struktur abhangig vom jeweiligen Fachgebiet und der individuellen
Zielsetzung.

Formale Vo-
raussetzung fiir die Zulassung zur Promotion ist ein qualifizierter Master-
abschluss (Fachhochschulen und Universitaten), ein Magisterabschluss,
ein Diplom, eine Staatspriifung oder ein aquivalenter auslandischer Ab-
schluss. Entsprechende Abschliisse von Kunst- und Musikhochschulen
kénnen in Ausnahmeféllen (wissenschaftliche Studiengange, z.B. Musik-
theorie, Musikwissenschaften, Kunst- und Musikpadagogik, Medienwis-
senschaften) formal den Zugang zur Promotion eréffnen. Besonders qua-
lifizierte Inhaber eines Bachelorgrades oder eines Diploms (FH) kdnnen
ohne einen weiteren Studienabschluss im Wege eines Eignungsfeststel-
lungsverfahrens zur Promotion zugelassen werden. Die Universitdten
bzw. promotionsberechtigten Hochschulen regeln sowohl die Zulassung
zur Promotion als auch die Art der Eignungspriifung. Voraussetzung fiir
die Zulassung ist auRerdem, dass das Promotionsprojekt von einem
Hochschullehrer als Betreuer angenommen wird.

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8. INFORMATION ON THE GERMAN HIGHER EDUCATION
SYSTEM'
8.1 Types of Institutions and Institutional Status

Higher education (HE) studies in Germany are offered at three types of
Higher Education Institutions (HEI).2

- Universitédten (Universities) including various specialised institutions,
offer the whole range of academic disciplines. In the German tradition,
universities focus in particular on basic research so that advanced stages
of study have mainly theoretical orientation and research-oriented
components.

- Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften
(HAW) (Universities of Applied Sciences, UAS) concentrate their study
programmes in engineering and other technical disciplines, business-
related studies, social work, and design areas. The common mission of
applied research and development implies an application-oriented focus
of studies, which includes integrated and supervised work assignments in
industry, enterprises or other relevant institutions.

- Kunst- und Musikhochschulen (Universities of Art/Music) offer studies
for artistic careers in fine arts, performing arts and music; in such fields as
directing, production, writing in theatre, film, and other media; and in a
variety of design areas, architecture, media and communication.

Higher Education Institutions are either state or state-recognised
institutions. In their operations, including the organisation of studies and
the designation and award of degrees, they are both subject to higher
education legislation.

8.2 Types of Programmes and Degrees Awarded

Studies in all three types of institutions have traditionally been offered in
integrated "long" (one-tier) programmes leading to Diplom- or Magister
Artium degrees or completed by a Staatspriifung (State Examination).

Within the framework of the Bologna-Process one-tier study programmes
are successively being replaced by a two-tier study system. Since 1998,
two-tier degrees (Bachelor's and Master's) have been introduced in
almost all study programmes. This change is designed to enlarge variety
and flexibility for students in planning and pursuing educational
objectives; it also enhances international compatibility of studies.

The German Qualifications Framework for Higher Education
Qualifications (HQR)® describes the qualification levels as well as the
resulting qualifications and competences of the graduates. The three
levels of the HQR correspond to the levels 6, 7 and 8 of the German
Qualifications Framework for Lifelong Learning* and the European
Qualifications Framework for Lifelong Learning®.

For details cf. Sec. 8.4.1, 8.4.2, and 8.4.3 respectively. Table 1 provides
a synoptic summary.

8.3 Approval/Accreditation of Programmes and Degrees

To ensure quality and comparability of qualifications, the organisation of
studies and general degree requirements have to conform to principles
and regulations established by the Standing Conference of the Ministers
of Education and Cultural Affairs of the Lander in the Federal Republic of
Germany (KMK).® In 1999, a system of accreditation for Bachelor's and
Master's programmes has become operational. All new programmes
have to be accredited under this scheme; after a successful accreditation
they receive the seal of the Accreditation Council.”

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8.4 Organisation and Structure of Studies

The following programmes apply to all three types of institutions.
Bachelor's and Master's study programmes may be studied
consecutively, at various higher education institutions, at different types
of higher education institutions and with phases of professional work
between the first and the second qualification. The organisation of the
study programmes makes use of modular components and of the
European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS) with 30
credits corresponding to one semester.

8.4.1 Bachelor

Bachelor's degree programmes lay the academic foundations, provide
methodological competences and include skills related to the professional
field. The Bachelor’s degree is awarded after 3 to 4 years.

The Bachelor's degree programme includes a thesis requirement. Study
programmes leading to the Bachelor's degree must be accredited
according to the Interstate study accreditation treaty.®

First degree programmes (Bachelor) lead to Bachelor of Arts (B.A.),
Bachelor of Science (B.Sc.), Bachelor of Engineering (B.Eng.), Bachelor
of Laws (LL.B.), Bachelor of Fine Arts (B.F.A.), Bachelor of Music (B.Mus.)
or Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.).

The Bachelor's degree corresponds to level 6 of the German
Qualifications Framework/ European Qualifications Framework.

8.4.2 Master

Master is the second degree after another 1 to 2 years. Master's
programmes may be differentiated by the profile types “practice-oriented”
and “research-oriented”. Higher Education Institutions define the profile.
The Master's degree programme includes a thesis requirement. Study
programmes leading to the Master’s degree must be accredited according
to the Interstate study accreditation treaty.®

Second degree programmes (Master) lead to Master of Arts (M.A.),
Master of Science (M.Sc.), Master of Engineering (M.Eng.), Master of
Laws (L.L.M.), Master of Fine Arts (M.F.A.), Master of Music (M.Mus.) or
Master of Education (M.Ed.). Master’s programmes which are designed
for continuing education may carry other designations (e.g. MBA).

The Master’s degree corresponds to level 7 of the German Qualifications
Framework/ European Qualifications Framework.

8.4.3 Integrated "Long" Programmes (One-Tier):
Diplom degrees, Magister Artium, Staatspriifung

An integrated study programme is either mono-disciplinary (Diplom
degrees, most programmes completed by a Staatspriifung) or comprises
a combination of either two major or one major and two minor fields
(Magister Artium). The first stage (1.5 to 2 years) focuses on broad
orientations and foundations of the field(s) of study. An Intermediate
Examination (Diplom-Vorpriifung for Diplom degrees; Zwischenprtifung or
credit requirements for the Magister Artium) is prerequisite to enter the
second stage of advanced studies and specialisations. Degree
requirements include submission of a thesis (up to 6 months duration) and
comprehensive final written and oral examinations. Similar regulations
apply to studies leading to a Staatspriifung. The level of qualification is
equivalent to the Master’s level.

- Integrated studies at Universitéten (U) last 4 to 5 years (Diplom degree,
Magister Artium) or 3.5 to 6.5 years (Staatspriifung). The Diplom degree
is awarded in engineering disciplines, the natural sciences as well as
economics and business. In the humanities, the corresponding degree is
usually the Magister Artium (M.A.). In the social sciences, the practice
varies as a matter of institutional traditions. Studies preparing for the legal,
medical and pharmaceutical professions are completed by a
Staatspriifung. This applies also to studies preparing for teaching
professions of some Lénder.

The three qualifications (Diplom, Magister Artium and Staatspriifung) are
academically equivalent and correspond to level 7 of the German
Qualifications Framework/European Qualifications Framework.

They qualify to apply for admission to doctoral studies. Further
prerequisites for admission may be defined by the Higher Education
Institution, cf. Sec. 8.5.

- Integrated studies at Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir
Angewandte Wissenschaften (HAW) (Universities of Applied Sciences,
UAS) last 4 years and lead to a Diplom (FH) degree which corresponds
to level 6 of the German Qualifications Framework/European
Qualifications Framework.

Qualified graduates of FH/HAW/UAS may apply for admission to doctoral
studies at doctorate-granting institutions, cf. Sec. 8.5.

- Studies at Kunst- and Musikhochschulen (Universities of Art/Music etc.)
are more diverse in their organisation, depending on the field and
individual objectives. In addition to Diplom/Magister degrees, the
integrated study programme awards include certificates and certified
examinations for specialised areas and professional purposes.

The information covers only aspects directly relevant to purposes of
the Diploma Supplement.

Berufsakademien are not considered as Higher Education
Institutions, they only exist in some of the Ldnder. They offer
educational programmes in close cooperation with private
companies. Students receive a formal degree and carry out an

8.5 Doctorate

Universities as well as specialised institutions of university standing, some
of the FH/HAW/UAS and some Universities of Art/Music are doctorate-
granting institutions. Formal prerequisite for admission to doctoral work is
a qualified Master’s degree (UAS and U), a Magister degree, a Diplom, a
Staatspriifung, or a foreign equivalent. Comparable degrees from
universities of art and music can in exceptional cases (study programmes
such as music theory, musicology, pedagogy of arts and music, media
studies) also formally qualify for doctoral work. Particularly qualified
holders of a Bachelor's degree or a Diplom (FH) degree may also be
admitted to doctoral studies without acquisition of a further degree by
means of a procedure to determine their aptitude. The universities
respectively the doctorate-granting institutions regulate entry to a
doctorate as well as the structure of the procedure to determine aptitude.
Admission further requires the acceptance of the Dissertation research
project by a professor as a supervisor.

The doctoral degree corresponds to level 8 of the German Qualifications
Framework/ European Qualifications Framework.

8.6 Grading Scheme

The grading scheme in Germany usually comprises five levels (with
numerical equivalents; intermediate grades may be given): "Sehr Gut" (1)
= Very Good; "Gut" (2) = Good; "Befriedigend" (3) = Satisfactory;
"Ausreichend" (4) = Sufficient; "Nicht ausreichend" (5) = Non-
Sufficient/Fail. The minimum passing grade is "Ausreichend" (4). Verbal
designations of grades may vary in some cases and for doctoral degrees.
In addition, grade distribution tables as described in the ECTS Users’
Guide are used to indicate the relative distribution of grades within a
reference group.

8.7 Access to Higher Education

The General Higher Education Entrance Qualification (Allgemeine
Hochschulreife, Abitur) after 12 to 13 years of schooling allows for
admission to all higher educational studies. Specialised variants
(Fachgebundene  Hochschulreife)  allow  for ~ admission  at
Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften
(HAW) (UAS), universities and equivalent higher education institutions,
but only in particular disciplines. Access to study programmes at
Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften
(HAW) (UAS) is also possible with a Fachhochschulreife, which can
usually be acquired after 12 years of schooling. Admission to study
programmes at Universities of Art/Music and comparable study
programmes at other higher education institutions as well as admission to
a study programme in sports may be based on other or additional
evidence demonstrating individual aptitude.

Applicants with a qualification in vocational education and training but
without a school-based higher education entrance qualification are
entitled to a general higher education entrance qualification and thus to
access to all study programmes, provided they have obtained advanced
further training certificates in particular state-regulated vocational fields
(e.g. Meister/Meisterin im Handwerk, Industriemeister/in, Fachwirt/in
(IHK), Betriebswirt/in (IHK) und (HWK), staatlich gebriifte/r Techniker/in,
staatlich gepriifte/r Betriebswirt/in, staatlich gepriifte/r Gestalter/in,
staatlich gepriifte/r Erzieher/in). Vocationally qualified applicants can
obtain a Fachgebundene Hochschulreife after completing a state-
regulated vocational education of at least two years’ duration plus
professional practice of normally at least three years’ duration, after
having successfully passed an aptitude test at a higher education
institution or other state institution; the aptitude test may be replaced by
successfully completed trial studies of at least one year’s duration.™
Higher Education Institutions may in certain cases apply additional
admission procedures.
